He taught us and showed us how to
love You with all our heart, mind, soul, and strength, as well as how to love
our neighbors as ourselves. We pray that even now You would change us
and influential leaders in every area of life as You changed the Apostle Paul
from one who hated and persecuted Christians to one who loved You, loved
and taught Your people about serving You, and who willingly sacrificed and
suffered to do Your will without regard to the circumstances. Paul lived,
taught, and gave his life for others even as our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ
and the other Apostles gave us examples.
